Call to order of regular Board meeting at 6:30 p.m.  Pledge of Allegiance.

Bruce Hartdegen, a representative for the group MI- Hemp, spoke to the Board concerning the group’s interest in getting hemp to be an agricultural crop option for Michigan farmers.  He left many pieces of information for the Board to review.

Minutes of the Board meeting held May 11, 2011 were accepted as read.  Minutes of the Planning Commission Meeting held on May 17, 2011 were noted as were the ZBA Minutes of June 7, 2011.

The Planning Commission is just watching what happens in Reading concerning its Wind Turbine Ordinance.

The Hillsdale Recreation Authority is meeting, organizing, and working on plans.  I bill is needed to pay the Township’s share of the initial cost of the project

Rick Emery, the chairperson of the committee to investigate our rural fire protection options, asked permission to speak to the township attorney with several questions before he proceeds.  Clerk Sullivan suggested first to get MTA on the phone and ask them if they have had a similar situation with a local government and a private fire department and how legally things may proceed.  Bill Vincent and Emery will speak to the MTA before the next meeting and then meet with Attorney Shirk if needed.

The Spring Clean-Up Day went well.  All should be kept the same for the next one.  We need to state that we will not unload waste for people.  They need to load it into the dumpsters themselves.

Joe Sanford spoke of his needs with weed/dust control at the cemetery, get handicapped parking properly marked at the hall, and to purchase new plants to replace dead ones at the Hall.  

MOTION PASSED to allow sexton Joe Sanford to purchase supplies to make improvements and for upkeep to the cemetery and the Township Hall not to exceed $1200.  Sullivan/Evans.

Ad discussion ensued regarding Gateway Campgrounds potential expansion, and how best Tim Wilcox begin the process.  With input from the Planning Commission, it was advised that Wilcox apply for a zoning change for his property on Hallett Rd.  A general poll of the Board seemed in favor of the idea.
